(Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. These financial
statements are the responsibility of SPAV’s Management. Our responsibility

is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller &
Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment onily with
regard to classification, conformity with the best accounting practices,
accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the law, rules &
regulations (propriety and regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance
aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit
Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards
generally accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform
the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial
statements are free from material misstatements.

format of Accounts, prescribed by Ministry of Education, applicable
for Autonomous Bodies (ABs) and Central Higher Educational
Institutions (CHEIs) under its Administrative control.

In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records
have been maintained as required, ig so far as it appears from our

We further report that:

Provision of ¥ 32,00,000 in respect of EL encashment (Sch-23 vide
item 9) was provided pending Actuarial Valuation in contravention to
MoE form of Accounts i.e., pension, gratuity and leave encashment are to
be provided on the basis of actuarial valuation. The actuarial valuation is
still pending.

Investments encashed and investments and deposits made need to be
shown in receipts and payments as stipulated in MoE format.

Statutory liabilities and current liabilities and provisions were shown as
minus figures of ¥ 2,42,795 and ¥ 19,12,416 respectively under receipts
side of R&P Account instead of payment side.

Item VI and X of the Receipts i.e.,VI - Receipts against sponsored
Fellowships and scholarship and X - Term Deposits with Scheduled
Banks encashed were not included in the receipts side of R& P Accounts.
Item VI and X of the payments i.e., VI - Term Deposits with Scheduled

Banks, X- Deposits and Advances were not included in payments side of
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R&P Account as required in Form of accounts prescribed by the then
Ministry of HRD.

5. It was stated in Sch-23 vide item 9, Retirement benefits i.e. Gratuity was
not provided during the year vide BoG resolution (item No.28.9) dated
06-08-2019. The accumulated provision of ¥ 1,10,67,000 has been
credited to Accumulated GIA deficit Account. But the Board has stated
in their meeting held on 06-08-2019 that the amount may be transferred
to Corpus fund. The same needs to be complied.

6. The closing balance of the term deposits is ¥ 36,67,69,072 + 3 18,99,246
of TDS amount totaling to ¥ 36,86,68,318. But the amount exhibited
under Schedule -7 was ¥ 34,96,10,000 and the accrued interest shown
under Schedule - 8 was ¥ 2,73,49,498 (OB - 10276316 + ¥ 170,73,182
—Accrued interest for the year). ®There is a difference of
T 19,85,136 (X 1,90,58,318 — ¥ 1,70,73,182) which needs to be

reconciled.

B. Grants-in-aid: Out of the total Grants-in-aid of ¥ 20.75 crore' received

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1.0 ABOUT SPA VIUJAYAWADA

The School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada is one of the three SPAs in the
country established in 2008 by the Ministry of Human Resource Development,
Government of India as Institution of National Importance in the field of Architecture
and Planning. SPA Vijayawada aids young prospective students, academicians and
professionals across the nation to gain solid fundamentals at the Bachelors level to
attain state-of-art specialization at Masters and PhD level in the fields of Architecture
and Planning. Today, the School has been steadily and successfully building its
rightful image as a hub of the highest standards of Education and Research in
Architecture and Planning across the nation and beyond. SPA Vijayawada started
functioning from the year 2008 in a leased premise located in Vijayawada city region
and moved to the new fully integrated campus in the month of August 2018.

SPA Vijayawada believes in a paradigm of education that combines ‘intrinsic’ and
‘instrumental’ values of the discipline. The students are not merely imparted or
prescribed what to learn, but are also encouraged to discover and innovate. In this
process, there is a careful guidance on choosing the right and scientific paths to
discover. The journey of attaining self-endowing knowledge and high-end skills is
made fundamental to the process of learning than focusing only on the outcome.
SPA Vijayawada has built instrumental environment of education standing on pillars
of adequate infrastructure, tools of experimentation and presence of wisdom.

campus accommodates the main iconic Academic and Administrative Block, the
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students’ residential blocks, and a dining cm guest house block. SPA Vijayawada's
student housing designs got the prestigious international "Eurasian Prize for 2018" in
the category of ‘Low and Mid-rise Housing’ in Architecture. Also, the School of
Planning and Architecture, Vijayawada overall campus design has received the
“‘GRIHA Exemplary Performance Award for 2018” under the category ‘Passive
Architecture Design’.

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The Academic Block has total built-up area of around 30,000 sqm, the Boys hostels
spread over two blocks and the Girls hostels is about 20,200 sgm of built-up area.
The Dining cum Guest House is about 4,300 sgm of built-up space. The hostels
cater for about 777 occupants and the Guest House can host about 25 guests at a

time.
1.2 Innovative Aspects of Campus infrastructure

The form and structure of the Academic and Administrative block is deemed to be
outstanding in the city of Vijayawada and is infused with local materials and
contemporary brutalist and minimalist design. The buildings in the campus capture
maximum natural lighting and ventilation through multi-level courtyards and

lightwells. It has several unique architectural and structural features of innovation.

The campus is energy efficient and environment friendly in many aspects. The entire
rainwater runoff in the campus from the terraces and paved surfaces are designed to
channelize into two large artificial ground water recharge pits for ground water
rejuvenation. Softscape areas cover over sixty percent of the campus area, which
encourages the water percolation and maintains ambient micro climate. Urban
forests and planned landscaped areas character throughout the campus encourages

formal and informal interaction zones.

Urban forests and Planned Landscape Areas: Encouraging Sustainability through

Amalgamation of Built Form and Landscape
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The campus identifies strongly with sustainability approaches to minimize energy
footprint. Accordingly, it boasts of a complete Solar Water Heating system for all
Hostels and Kitchen facilities with 19200 litres per day capacity. It has Roof-top Solar
Power generation units with 183 KW per day with 108000 kwh units of generation
per year. The campus has LED lightings with automatic sensors, a Sewage
Treatment Plant with 100 KLD capacity from where there cycled water is used for
gardening and flushing of toilets. Over 300 plant saplings have been planted in the
last two years in the campus, which are botanically tagged and carefully monitored.

The campus has ICT enabled teaching atmosphere, high end digital surveillance
systems, modern laboratories, spacious studios and classrooms, open-air theatres,
auditorium, cafeteria, and outdoor sports facilities. The various labs in the campus
include Computer Labs, Geoinformatics Lab, Art Lab, Landscape Lab, Material
Testing Lab, Surveying Lab, Model making &Carpentry Lab, Climatology Lab,
Conservation Lab, Environmental Monitoring Lab and Structural Lab. In addition,
there are several well-equipped seminar rooms, smart lecture rooms, discussion
rooms, board room and exhibition hall. These spaces are constantly in use to display
student’s works, conduct juries, have industry-acedemia interface meetings, have

campus placements, and hold training programmes and research meets.

The campus has an additional 2.66 acres land with green cover, which is in the
process of being developed as an outdoor sports facility.

1.3 Connectivity and Resources

The LAN in the campus caters to approximately 800 users at a time. All common
areas are connected by WiFi and 1-GBPS Internet connectivity is provided through
NKN-NMEICT. The computer labs have state-of-the art workstations in network
which can handle high end computing required for design, rendering and processing

of satellite data for planning.

The classrooms are fitted with audio-visual infrastructure that can work on LANSs for
easier and smarter display and dissemination. The Central Library of SPAV is one of
the ingenious and most resourceful and connected technical libraries in the southern
region of India supporting teaching, learning, research and consultancy activities in

the areas of Planning and Architecture.

New Initiatives

In order to preserve the built-heritage and meet the demand of industry, in the
academic year 2019-20, two new PG programs were started in the
department of architecture, i.e. M. Arch (Architectural Conservation) and
Master of Building Engineering and Management respectively.

Dedicated state-of-the-art Design and Innovation Centre (DIC) has been
upgraded. Research projects such as Building Resilient Urban Communities
(BReUCom) and Building Inclusive Urban Communities (BINUCom) have
been carried out with great success. New smart class rooms with state-of-the-
art facilities have been established in 2019-20.

Vertical Design Studio (VDS) is one of the new initiatives carried out for
enhancing the learning culture in design studios, with an objective to
encourage team working and idea sharing amongst students of various
batches. The students were mentored by eminent external architects to work
within a stipulated time frame; to enhance the students thinking process
constructively; to improve teaching methodologies and practices and allow the
students to engage and participate effectively in the studio and to streamline

their productivity.

1.5 Academic programmes at SPA Vijayawada

School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada, offers undergraduate, postgraduate
and doctoral programmes for achieving excellence in the fields of Architecture and
Planning. Presently, the School runs two departments: (1) Department of

Architecture and (2) Department of Planning.

The academic programmes at SPA Vijayawada are designed to address and to take
up physical, socio-economic and environmental challenges, so as to achieve future
sustenance and hence to cater to the specific needs of the industry and academics.
The key objective of these courses is to equip the students with adequate skills
required to comprehend various built environment related issues and to analyse
physical, socio-economic, cultural, political and ecological dimensions of the human
settlements. The academic programmes intend to contribute towards the creation of
professionals in the field. During the programme, the students are provided with
ample opportunities to interact with the subject experts, relevant organisations, etc.,
so as to make them understand and update the current best practices. The
postgraduate programmes enable the students to gain real-time experience, through
their involvement in the ongoing or live projects. Presently, a total of two
undergraduate degree programmes, seven post-graduate degree and doctoral
programmes are being offered.

1.5.1 Undergraduate Programs
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Two undergraduate degree programmes, one in each of the two departments were
started in the academic year 2008-09 viz., (1). Bachelor of Architecture (B.Arch) (5
years/10 semesters) and (2). Bachelor of Planning (B. Planning) (4 years/8
semesters). B. Arch prepares students for professional practice in the field of
Architecture. It provides exposure to a variety of interests in the field while assisting
students to discover their own directions for further development. B. Planning
prepares students for understanding various spatial, social, cultural, economic and
recreational needs of people with an intention to develop living conditions making
them technically equipped, socially responsible and ethical professionals in the field

of Planning.

The admissions to B. Arch and B. Planning programmes are made once a year
normally during June-July by the Central Seat Allocation Board (CSAB) on the basis
of Joint Entrance Examination (JEE) Main, conducted by the Central Board of
Secondary Education (CBSE), New Delhi. Besides, admission of foreign nationals
and Indian students studying abroad can be made to various undergraduate
programmes under Direct Admission of Students Abroad (DASA), a scheme of
MHRD. The seats under this scheme are over and above the sanctioned seats. SPA
Vijayawada has an intake of 83 seats under B. Arch (excluding 15% supernumerary
quota under DASA) and 33 seats under B. Planning (excluding 15% supernumerary
quota under DASA). A total of 115 students were admitted during the academic year
2019-20.

1.5.2 Postgraduate Programmes

The School offers postgraduate programmes (2 years/ 4 semesters) for achieving
excellence in the fields of Planning and Architecture. Presently, a total of seven
postgraduate degree programmes are being offered. Out of these programmes,
three are being offered under the Department of Planning viz., (1). Master of
Planning (Environmental Planning and Management) (2). Master of Planning (Urban
and Regional Planning), and (3). Master of Planning (Transportation & Infrastructure
Planning). Four programmes are being offered under the Department of Architecture
viz., (1). Master of Architecture (Sustainable Architecture), (2). Master of Architecture
(Landscape Architecture), and self-financing programmes viz., (3). Master of
Architecture (Architectural Conservation) and (4). Master of Building Engineering and
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Management in which Architectural Conservation and Building Engineering and

Management were started in 2019.

The admission to postgraduate degree programmes is through Centralized
Counseling for M. Plan / M. Arch / MBEM admissions (CCMT) or Joint Entrance Test
(JET) / Entrance Test conducted by SPAV as decided by the Gol with GATE
Scholarship. All the details are made available on the SPAV / CCMT website during
March-May every year and candidates are required to follow the prescribed
procedure. The institute offers 22 seats for each specialization. Out of these, 11
seats (50%) are filled through CCMT on the basis of valid GATE Score in
appropriate discipline / branch or any other admission committee as adopted by
SPAV from time-to-time, and the remaining 11 seats (50%) are through direct
admissions conducted by SPA Vijayawada. A total of 115 students were admitted

during the academic year 2019-20 including DASA.
1.5.3 Doctoral Programmes (PhD)

SPA Vijayawada has been offering doctoral programme leading to a PhD degree in
the disciplines of Architecture and Planning since the academic year 2012-13, with a
vision to develop independent and scholarly contribution to the progress of the body
of knowledge. The thrust areas of research are within the broad areas related to
Planning / Architecture, encompassing all disciplines related to built-environment.
Keeping in mind, the cultural diversity and equal opportunity, School provides a
platform with an inclusive policy for all students to grow. Presently, a total of 14 PhD
scholars are enrolled with SPA Vijayawada. Out of which, one PhD scholar has been

admitted during the academic year 2019-20.

categories:

School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada facilitate its faculty, research
scholars and students a robust research eco-system in which new ideas, research
and scholarships are accomplished, by closely working with the strengths of the
departments i.e. Department of Architecture and Department of Planning. In order to
promote research and innovation in academics and research various initiatives have
been taken such as signing of MoU with leading international and national
universities and research organizations for collaborative research. Although, overall
research environment is being augmented, the following research directions are

prioritized.

¢ Inculcating the idea of innovation in processes, planning and design through
state-of-the-art technology and labs. In order to promote lab driven research,
state-of-the-art labs are established for conducting problem-solving research
in the field of planning and architecture. Further, Design and Innovation
Centre (DIC) has been established in the institution to promote design
thinking and innovation in products and processes leading to patents and
incubation opportunities.

e Faculty and research scholars are highly encouraged to bid for internationally
and nationally funded collaborative research, through MoUs. This is done to
create a wider collaboration and exchange of ideas both nationally and
internationally, thereby increasing the visibility of the school at global level in
terms of publication and ranking, and also to build an advanced curriculum to
be taught to the students.

e The school also encourages the faculty and research scholars to align their
research for addressing the social issues and the flagship schemes promoted

by government of India, such as Smart City Mission, Swachh Bharat Abhiyan,

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1.11.3 Building Resilient Urban Communities (BReUCom)

A project funded under EU Erasmus+ Program in the field of Capacity Building
in Higher Education

Increased frequency of natural hazards and sea level rise are expected impacts of
climate change in India. Marginalized urban settlements are often vulnerable to
disaster due to their location in hazardous areas and the use of non-durable building
materials, already today their inhabitants are therefore strongly affected by climate
change.

In this context, there is an urgent need for paradigmatic shift in the education of
graduate students in spatial planning and design as well as training of urban
professionals from different back-grounds in order to confront upcoming challenges

related to climate change impacts on urban informal settlements.

1.11.4 Building Inclusive Urban Communities (BINUCom)

BInUCom is a cooperation project funded under the EU Erasmus plus program
“Capacity Building in Higher Education”. It started in October 2015 and will be
successfully finalized in October 2019. BInUCom aimed at fostering the collaboration
between Indian Higher Education Institutions (HEIs) in Ahmedabad (CEPT),
Coimbatore (KARPAGAM), Mumbai (KRVIA) and Vijayawada (SPAV). Coordinated
by Univeritaetfuer Weiterbildung Krems, Austria (DUK) and with the support of
Universiteit Twente, Netherland (UTWENTE) and of Lunds Universitet, Sweden
(ULUND), the project achieved the following results:

BInUCom supported the production of Open Educational Resources by jointly
developing 17 case studies and 16 course descriptions, following MIT’'s Open

Course Ware model.

BInUCom increased the relevance of architecture and planning studies by
introducing multidisciplinary topics like social inclusion, sustainable housing,

participatory mapping and environmental risk assessment.

BInUCom strengthened the relations between HEIs in India and their wider socio-
economic environment by providing external training to stakeholders in each of the 4
cities, by organizing four local dissemination workshops and two National
conferences.

These results sharpen the responsiveness of involved HEIls to societal needs,
improves the employability of their graduates and the networking between local
stakeholders and intensified contacts between India and Europe. BInUCom aims
improving universities’ contribution to sustainable social housing and to inclusive
urban community development. The project not only improved educational offerings
for students and planners to equip them with the necessary tools for dealing with
social housing and inclusive community development, it also actively raised
awareness for these issues within the Indian scientific community. The project
increased the relevance of educational offerings for architecture and planning by
introducing inter- and trans-disciplinary topics in 4 leading Indian HEIls dedicated to

academic architectural training.

1.11.5 Revision of Town and Country Planning Act for DTCP Andhra Pradesh
to be updated

SPA Vijayawada has been entrusted by the Government of Andhra Pradesh to
advice upon the revision of the Andhra Pradesh T&CP Act 1920. The Andhra
Pradesh Town and Country Planning Act 1920, is one of the oldest Town and
Country Planning Act of the country and was developed by the British. The
Government of Andhra Pradesh felt the need to update and revise it to make it
adapted to the current contemporary planning needs and bring all planning
legislations under one umbrella Act. SPA Vijayawada is in the process of developing
the Draft “AP Regional and Urban Planning Act 2020 (APRUPA 2020)”, through a
series of consultations, background search and deliberations. The draft version of
APRUPA 2020 spanning over eight chapters has been submitted to the Directorate
of Town and Country Planning (DTCP), Govt of Andhra Pradesh in June 2020. The
revised Act envisions to detail out aspects to all hierarchy of planning in Andhra
Pradesh including regional, rural and urban planning dimensions for a balanced and
integrated planning environment for the state of Andhra Pradesh.

1.11.6 GIS based Masterplans for AMRUT towns Bhimavaram and Eluru for
DTCP, Andhra Pradesh

SPAV received a consultancy project of preparing GIS based Master Plan of
Bhimavaram and Eluru cluster of towns from DTCP, Andhra Pradesh. Bhimavaram
cluster includes Bhimavaram, Tanuku, Narsapur Towns and Eluru Cluster includes
Eluru, Palakollu, Jangareddygudem. Two teams comprising of faculty, have been

assigned to carry out the work. The teams submitted inception reports and made an
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initial presentation in DTCP headquarters. The team Members of both teams, Eluru
and Bhimavaram went on numerous site visits, conducted several SHC meetings,
and met the Town-Planning officials and Commissioners of respective ULBs. The

teams are presently working on the existing situation assessment of the towns.

A) Structural Engineering Lab

The Lab deals with the demonstrating basic principles in the area of strength and
mechanics of materials and structural analysis through a series of experiments.
Measuring the properties of the materials such as impact strength, tensile strength,
compressive strength, hardness are conducted in the lab. Major Equipment’s include
Compression Testing machine, Torsion testing machine, Impact testing machine,

Hardness testing machine etc.
B) Survey Lab

Surveying is the science and art of making all essential measurements to determine
the relative position of points or physical and cultural details above, on, or beneath
the surface of the Earth, and to depict them in a usable form, or to establish the

position of points or details.

In Survey Lab, the following major activities are undertaken:
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1. Chain Surveying-

Components, types of chains, errors in chain surveying, corrections for chain

surveying, principles and procedures.
2. Tape Surveying-

Components, types of tapes, errors in tape surveying, corrections for tape surveying,

principles and procedures.

3.Compass Surveying and their components, types of compass, errors in compass,

corrections for local attraction, principles and procedures.
4. Plane Table Surveying and their components, types of plane tables.

5. Leveling Instruments and their components, types of leveling instruments,

correction for curvature and refraction.

6.Contours, types of contours and methods of plotting contours.

C) Material Testing

The School has established a full-fledged material lab with all the equipment for
testing various construction materials.

1.14.11 Landscape Lab

The landscape lab functioning under the Department of Architecture of SPAV was
set up in an intention to develop and demonstrate the students of both UG (Under
Graduate) and PG (Post Graduate) about the various techniques and concepts used
in the field of Landscape Architecture. The Lab is equipped with two high end
configuration desktop to explore the various digital techniques used in the current
field of landscape Architecture. It is also equipped with the mock-up of roof garden,
mock-up of green wall, Topographic model demonstrating the various concepts of
contours, Indoor plants, Garden equipments, Soil pH testing kit etc. As a part of
setting up of the lab, the M.Arch(landscape) students put an effort of tagging the
plant species of the entire campus which performs through URL code for
identification of the specific species. At present the lab is utilized by the students of
Architecture as the part of understanding various concepts and also as a part of
studio exercises. The lab also acts as a place of exploration for various propagation

techniques of the plant material based on the creative ideas of the students.

Landscape Lab
1.14.12 Proposed Conservation Lab

Conservation laboratory in the SPAV to specialize exclusively in digital
documentation techniques for heritage resources. Digital documentation of heritage
resources is becoming increasingly popular nowadays although the tools for capture
and processing continue to evolve at a rapid pace. Conservation Lab at SPAV will

equip students to work with modern instruments on heritage sites by providing
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hands-on workshops on well-developed methodologies in Conservation studios as
well as providing exemplary documentation of specific monuments so that one can
generate detailed drawings and detailed maps to assist in critical conservation work
and active heritage management. Role of Conservation Lab is to create an accurate
surface model of the monument/sites using a combination of digital recording
technologies. These include LIDAR or laser scanning, a technique that uses lasers to
measure the distance to an object and map that location in 3D. Modern instruments
are capable of recording millions of points per second creating an accurate surface
representation. They can also collect high-resolution digital imagery from the air and
the ground using tripod mounted cameras as well as drones. The lab will be
equipped with processing software to systematically image every surface and
combine this using a process called photogrammetry that derives metric information
for objects within the scene. Photogrammetry and LIiDAR data together can create
one 3D surface model of the monument/site that contains both very accurate
geometry as well as high-quality texture information. The 3D surface model can
produce a set of derivatives that are highly useful for conservation of monuments.

Conservation Lab will consist of following documentation facilities:
1. Manual measuring and recording instruments

2. Photogrammetric equipment

3. Long range laser scanning equipment

4. White light scanning equipment

1.14.13 Building Construction Yard

Construction yard is an open learning space of where students of Architecture gets
hands on opportunity to work explore and learn about different building materials and
their construction techniques. The proposed design of building construction yard is
planned to be done in different stages by students during their building construction
hours.

C) Students who have qualified for Graduate Aptitude Test for Engineering (GATE)
will be eligible for a monthly stipend as stipulated by MHRD.
