1.1.3 Area

The School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada campus extends to around 9.66 acres. It
accommaodates the main academic and administrative block with a total built-up area of around 30,000
sgm, the Boys hostels with about 14,000 sgm of built-up area spread over two blocks with a capacity
of over 400 students, Girls hostels with about 6,200 sqm of built-up area with a capacity of about 200
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students and a Dining cum Visiting Faculty Guest House with about 4,300 sgm of built-up space. The
campus also has an additional 2.66 acres of land with green cover, which is being developed as an

outdoor sports facility.

The campus has an ICT-enabled teaching atmosphere, high-end digital surveillance systems, modern
laboratories, spacious studios and classrooms, open-air theatres, an auditorium, a cafeteria, and outdoor
sports facilities. The various labs include Computer Labs, Geo-Informatics Lab, Art Lab, Material
Testing Lab, Surveying Lab, Carpentry Lab, Terrain Modelling Lab, Climatology Lab, Environmental
Monitoring Lab and Structural Lab. The LAN in the campus caters to approximately 800 users at a
time. All common areas are connected by WiFi and 1-GBPS Internet connectivity is provided through
NKN-NMEICT. Central Library of SPAV is one of the ingenious and technical libraries in the southern
region supporting teaching, learning, research and consultancy activities in the areas of Planning and
Architecture. The central library is well equipped with both Wi-Fi and broadband Internet connectivity.
The campus consists of many green parameters in terms of design and facilities like Solar Water
Heating systems for Hostels and kitchens with 19200 litres per day capacity. It has Roof-top Solar
Power generation with 183 KW per day with 108000 KWH units of generation per year. The campus
has groundwater recharge pits, LED lighting with automatic sensors, a Sewage Treatment Plant with
100 KLD capacity wherein recycled water is to be used for gardening and flushing of toilets, and a
composting yard in the making for managing kitchen waste. It is in the process of building a nursery
and many more green initiatives to develop a sustainable environment in and around the campus. Green
Up SPAYV was a program initiated in January 2018 to Reduce, Reuse and Recycle Solid Waste in the
Campus under the Swachh Bharat Abhiyaan, currently, the focus is primarily on increasing the green

cover and its maintenance.

1.1.4 Hostel Facilities

k) The School Hostel Mess segregates solid waste generated in the hostel/guest house mess along

with the remaining campus which is sent for recycling.

School of Planning & Architecture, Vijayawada served as Central Seat Allocation Board (CSAB)/Joint
Seat Allocation Authority (JOSAA) and for year 2023-24 under the Ministry of Education (MoE),
Government of India, for the smooth conduct of admissions of at Bachelors level based on JEE (Mains).
SPA Vijayawada, as a ‘Participating Institute’, has performed the admission process through the

JOSAA/CSAB 2023 for admissions to Bachelor’s degree programmes in Architecture and Planning
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based on the JEE Mains Examinations. The school also served as ‘Online Verification Centre’ for other
three Institutions (School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal, Indian Institute of Information
Technology Bhopal, Pondicherry Engineering College, Pondicherry), along with the SPA Vijayawada.
Overall, the school verified and admitted 131 candidates in B.Arch / B.Plan programs offered by SPA
Vijayawada for the year 2023-24.

Post Graduate Admissions

School of Planning and Architecture, Vijayawada served as both ‘Participating Institute’ and ‘Online
Verification Centre’ for Centralized Counselling for M.Tech./M.Arch./M.Plan. (CCMT) & Centralized
Counselling for M.Sc./M.Sc.(Tech) [CCMN] for admissions into NITs and other participating
institutions for academic year 2023-24, under the Ministry of Education (MoE), Government of India,
to manage and regulate the seat allocation for admissions to M.Tech./M.Arch./M.Plan.(CCMT) &
M.Sc./M.Sc. (Tech.) (CCMN) programmes in the National Institutes of Technology (NITs) and several
other participating Centrally Funded Technical institutes (CFTIs) through a single platform. SPA
Vijayawada, as a ‘Participating Institute’, has performed the admission process through the CCMT,
Direct Admissions & Spot Admissions for the academic year 2023-24 for admissions to various Master
degree programmes in Architecture & Planning. The school served as ‘Online Verification Centre’ for
the admissions of SPA Vijayawada, which is placed in Category ‘E’ Centre to conduct the admission
process in five rounds. Overall, the school verified and admitted 149 candidates for admissions to
M.Arch / MBEM / M.Plan / M.U.D programs offered in the institute for the academic year 2023-24.

School of Planning and Architecture Vijayawada facilitates its faculty, research scholars and students
a robust research ecosystem in which new ideas, research and scholarships are accomplished, by closely
working with the strengths of the departments i.e. Department of Architecture and Department of
Planning. To promote research and innovation in academics and research various initiatives have been

taken such as the signing of MoU with leading international and national universities and research
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organizations for collaborative research. Faculty and research scholars are highly encouraged to bid for
internationally and nationally funded collaborative research, through MoUs. This is done to create a
wider collaboration and exchange of ideas both nationally and internationally, thereby increasing the
visibility of the school at the global level in terms of publication and ranking, and also to build an
advanced curriculum to be taught to the students. At the Design and Innovation Centre (DIC) of SPA
Vijayawada, innovative socially responsive and innovative products are being developed. DIC
Activities have been extended till 2026 by the Ministry of Education, GOIl. SPA Vijayawada shall
continue to work on creating an environment to facilitate critical thinking and innovation. Further, DIC
activities are now aligned with NEP 2020 objectives to promote a culture of innovation, laboratory-

driven research, industrial collaboration etc.

All these research and consultancy projects help SPAV keep close association with the application-
oriented practical and professional world while continuing high-end classroom and studio-based
teaching. Such projects not only help the students to get exposure to real-life applications, it helps the
industry to evolve from cutting-edge research. Apart from this, for promoting research and innovation
in academics and research numerous MoU’s have been signed with various leading international and
national universities and research organizations as well as with the industry for collaborative research
and the same is in operation.

The outcome of the project is to create
state-of-the-art content on the subject theme of the project. An online course is being launched in

collaboration with other partnering institutes of the project.
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1.8.3. Grid of Roads project sponsored by Chennai Metropolitan Development
Authority (CMDA)

The recently completed GoR project was for 29 Villages located in the Peri-urban area of Chennai and

within the Chennai Metropolitan Development Area. The project activities included reorganizing the

past data. The same data was culled out and checked for its validity in context to the current scenario

in the villages phase-wise. Google satellite imagery extraction was done for the creation of new base

maps and the same was reorganized into 1km-by-1km grids of the villages as per requirements. The

project was submitted successfully.

1.8.4. Regional Plan Package DTCP Chennai
At present SPA V is engaged in the Tiruchirapalli District Regional Plan in Tamil Nadu by DTCP,
Chennai. Inception Report was submitted and surveys are also completed. Further stages of work

including surveys, etc are in progress.

1.8.5. APSRTC (AP State Road Transport Corporation) Bus Fascia & Graphic Scheme
Re-Design Scheme submitted successfully, and redesigned versions as suggested by SPA V have been
implemented in the new bus fascia designs rolled out by APSRTC.

1.8.6. Polavaram Irrigation Project - Rehabilitation and Resettlement Project

Nationally significant Rehabilitation and Resettlement Project. Involved in preparing Proposals for
housing project-displaced tribals and non-tribals, including layouts, individual building designs,
infrastructure designs, etc for Eluru and ASR districts in AP. The project is under the Government of

AP, Water Resource Department. The project is ongoing.

1.9 Outreach

In terms of outreach, SPA Vijayawada has been continuously joining hands with leading institutes and
organisations of the world, not only to provide exposure to our students towards the best practices in
the world but also to share and learn from each collaboration. Our School has Memorandum of
Understanding (MoUs) with several reputed National and international institutions and organisations
like — Ecole De Blue, Paris, University of Melbourne, Australia; Krems University, Austria; Hafencity

University, Germany; University of Cologne, Germany; University of Florence, Italy; and Norwegian
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University of Science and Technology. Recently SPA, Vijayawada signed an MoU with UN-Habitat
for research collaboration and has conducted a joint talk series. The institute has conducted joint studio

exercises with students of some of these foreign universities.

SPA Vijayawada is in close contact with the two other SPAs at New Delhi and Bhopal, and has
collaborative arrangements with the Council of Architecture (CoA), Institute of Town Planners, India
(ITPD); the Indian Institute of Architects (11A); the All India Council of Technical Education (AICTE)
the National Remote Sensing Center (NRSC), Hyderabad; the Amravati Metropolitan Region
Development Authority (AMRDA); the Andhra Pradesh Human Resource Development Institute (AP-
HRDI), APTIDCO, APGBCL, Vijayawada Municipal Corporation (VMC), National Research
Development Corporation (NRDC) and many others.

1.12.1 Central Library

Central Library of the SPA Vijayawada (Figure 3) started functional in 2008 with a mission to create a

browse through a ‘professional resource priority pool’, to accumulate and share knowledge, to

strengthen the ‘academic system alive’ and promote ‘visibility and value system’.

At present, the library holds more than 8883 collections of books of which 1632 titles of books were
added during the year 2023-24. The library has subscribed 42 print periodicals (national and
International) and e-resources like Sage’s Urban and Planning Collection, Ebsco’s Art and
Architecture Complete, Indiastat, and Turnitin (anti-plagiarism software). Apart from that, the library
also receives a few e-resources such as JSTOR, Annual Reviews, South Asia Archive and World E-
book Library (WEL) from the INFLIBNET through E-shodh Sindhu Consortium and National Digital
Library of India. The library also has 4500 e-books (open access), and more than 1747 Thesis (both
UG & PG) of Architecture and Planning.

The library is well equipped with WiFi and broadband Internet connectivity. It has created an intranet-
based online catalogue system that helps the users (students, faculty and researchers) in finding
resources available in the library from their desktop. It also provides circulation, reference, CDROM,

scanning, electronic document delivery, printout and photocopy services.

A typical
Installation to toilet was also installed in the BMC lab with exposed pipelines for a clear understanding
of water supply and sanitation. A cut-open section of a typical split Air Conditioner was also installed
in the lan to understand the working procedure of an Air conditioner. In addition to the same different
varieties of CPVC, PVC pipe fittings were also installed in the Lab. Various brochures were also
collected from different sources for display in the lab to keep the students updated on the latest trends

and developments in the market.

1.12.9 Transportation Lab

The Transportation Lab, functioning under the Department of Planning of SPAV, is equipped with
thirty (30) high-end workstations installed with licensed GIS software such as ArcGIS Desktop,
ERDAS Imagine and Imagine Photogrammetry and Transportation software such as CUBE, Vissim
and Visum as listed in Table 6.

Measuring the properties of the materials such
as impact strength, tensile strength, compressive strength, hardness is conducted in the lab. Major

1.12.11 Landscape Lab

The landscape lab (Figure 12) functioning under the Department of Architecture of SPAV was set up
to develop and demonstrate to UG and PG students, various techniques and concepts used in the field
of Landscape Architecture. The Lab is equipped with two high-end configuration desktops to explore
the various digital techniques used in the current field of landscape Architecture. It is also equipped
with a mock-up of the roof garden, a mock-up of the green wall, a Topographic model demonstrating
the various concepts of contours, Indoor plants, Garden equipment, a Soil pH testing Kit etc. As a part
of setting up of the lab, the M. Arch (landscape) students put an effort into tagging the plant species of
the entire campus which is performed through URL code for identification of the specific species. At
present the lab is utilized by the students of Architecture as the part of understanding various concepts
and also as a part of studio exercises. The lab also acts as a place of exploration for various propagation

techniques of the plant material based on the creative ideas of the students.

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1.12.12 Conservation Lab

The conservation laboratory in the SPAV is equipped exclusively with digital documentation
techniques for heritage resources. Digital documentation of heritage resources is becoming increasingly
popular nowadays although the tools for capture and processing continue to evolve at a rapid pace.
Conservation Lab at SPAV allows students to work with modern instruments on heritage sites by
providing hands-on workshops on well-developed methodologies in Conservation studios as well as
providing exemplary documentation of specific monuments so that one can generate detailed drawings
and detailed maps to assist in critical conservation work and active heritage management. The role of
using digital techniques for documentation is to create an accurate surface model of the monument/sites

using a combination of digital recording technologies.

These include LiDAR or laser scanning, a technique that uses lasers to measure the distance to an object
and map that location in 3D. LiDAR with 350M range is capable of recording millions of points per
second creating an accurate surface representation. This equipment/technique also collects high-
resolution digital imagery from the air and the ground using tripod-mounted cameras as well as drones.
The lab is equipped with processing software to systematically image every surface and combine this
using a process called photogrammetry that derives metric information for objects within the scene.
Photogrammetry and LiDAR data together can create one 3D surface model of the monument/site that
contains both very accurate geometry as well as high-quality texture information. The 3D surface model
can produce a set of derivatives that are highly useful for the conservation of monuments.
Conservation Lab consists of the following documentation facilities:
i.  Laser Distance Measuring and Levelling Tools (300 M Range)

ii.  Photogrammetry Software (Agisoft photo modeler pro - 2 Licenses)

iii.  Long Range laser scanning equipment (Faro Laser Scanner Focus 3D S 350 Plus)

iv.  DSLR Camera - 2 Numbers

v.  High-end configuration computer systems- 2 Numbers

1.12.13 Building Construction Yard

The Construction Yard (Figure 13) is an open space allocated for students of Architecture to experiment
with different materials and construction techniques. This facility is in close relation with another lab
of SPAV called 'Building Construction Lab' where it used tools and materials available to experiment

in the open space. Apart from students getting hands-on opportunities to work, explore and learn about
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different building materials and their construction techniques, it also teaches them to work outside the

studio in a practical setup.

The proposed design of the building construction yard is planned to be done in different stages by
students during their building construction hours. Few structures concerning the design have been
incorporated by the students as part of their studio learning. The attached photographs show a group of
students experimenting with different brick arches like horseshoe arches, pointed arches, segmental
arches, etc., and various new Jaali techniques. RCC columns and different types of footing details are
also built with the help of local masons and workers. Spaces like these give students a unique learning
experience.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India.
